Dear Friends,

As September arrives, | can once again report on another successful summer
at the Harborfields Public Library. Each day the Library was filled with patrons
enjoying our programs, reading clubs, activities, computers and air-conditioning!
Whatever your reason for visiting, we are always glad to see you.

This year is the tenth anniversary of September 11, 2001, and as we reflect
upon one of the worst events in American history, each of us can remember where
we were and what we were doing when we first heard the terrible news. That day,
the Library became a safe haven for many of you. The Library was a familiar, com-
forting place that you may have visited to escape the continuing television cover-
age, or to meditate and sit in silence.

To honor all community members and their families who were affected by the
events of 9/11, the Friends of the Harborfields Public Library have placed two medi-
tation benches near the Broadway entrance of the Library.
